SG Terms of Reference. MC had updated these and posted them on the NP website. Done
Ref. Review of the WC Officers' Comments on the DNP
4 Council officers' comments on the pre-submission draft had been received from WC on 22 Dec
2015. The SG felt that it provided little in the way of constructive guidance. Since the
departure of the previous Liaison Officer at WC in the summer of 2015 there had been a dearth
of such support. It was felt that the WC document lacked a clear appreciation of the
community preferences that had been derived using a meticulous process of consultation.
Nevertheless, the next draft should ensure that scope for such misinterpretation is minimised.
The feedback on Minerals Extraction Policies were of interest although it had been understood
from the outset of the project that the NP was not expected to delve into this area.
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It was agreed that verbal representation to WC was required to enlist more active support from
Planning officials, notwithstanding the Council's well understood shortage of resources.
Without such support there was a risk that further development of the AK NP could be delayed.

Furthermore, it was agreed to accept the offer of a meeting made in the covering email from
the author of the WC comments, Henning Totz. However, it was felt that this meeting should
ideally be at senior rather than desk officer level. MC

It was noted from the WC comments that the Malmesbury Community Area Remainder
housing requirement now stands at 116, a reduction from the 151 last reported figure. It was
therefore assumed that AK's resultant share would be proportionately reduced from the 15
originally postulated.
